Llanfair Wakes has been a highlight in the
Calendar within Llanfair Parish and the
surrounding area since before the 2nd World
War. There was a break during the War, re-
starting in the early 1050's and has continued

every year since (an enforced break through
Covid). It was originally held on the 2nd Friday in
August, then moved to the 2nd Wednesday, to
coincide with the change in half day closing in
Knighton. In those days a specially laid on bus
brought many people from Knighton to join us at
The Wakes. Changes in people's life styles and
commitments resulted in The Wakes being
moved to the 2nd Saturday many years ago and
such it has been.

Many very willing people have been involved in
the organisation of the event, originally initiated
by Church people celebrating the Assumption of
the Blessed Virgin Mary (after whom our Church
was dedicated) and as a form of fund raising,
supporting the Church. Sometimes the profits
were split between the Church and Everest Hall,
depending on the greater need at the time.

As the years have rolled by, willing members of
the wider community have joined in to help in
lots of ways to maintain the event with its ever
growing activities, so much so that is has been
recognised as a very successful community event.

Covid brought us to an abrupt halt in 2020 with a
much slimmed down version held in 2021. Sadly,
all good things come to an end, The Wakes were
not held this year. It seems that people would like
to see the Wakes Day/ Event preserved and this
gives the opportunity for anyone with new ideas
to take the lead and organise some activities in
the future.

My family has a lot of coal in it — coal miners to
be precise, working underground in the collieries
of North Nottinghamshire — not far from D.H.
Lawrence country which is in the Parish of
Greasley!

Some of you may have recently watched the BBC
series ‘Sherwood’, which is set in and around
where my family still live — Annesley Woodhouse.
The story is of two shocking killings in a
community that was fractured by the 1980’s
miners’strike. My brother (a coal miner of 10
years) was, at the time of the ‘Sherwood 'events,
a policeman involved in the search for the killer.
What is all of this to do with the Teme Valley and
the Pavilion at Llanfair Waterdine? Answer: a
social hub. The majority of the community (as in
the ‘Sherwood ’series) frequented the local
miners ‘welfare or working men’s club. Annesley
Woodhouse had both but only the working men’s
club is still going.

These were places where families went to have a
drink, play bingo, attend dances and other
events. Most miners ‘'welfares had playing fields
which supported football clubs, held galas,
athletic events and so on. Starting to sound
familiar?

The Pavilion reminds me of the above mentioned
clubs. Open Friday evenings are a place for the
community to meet in a superb setting. There is a
small but well-stocked bar managed by
volunteers, all of whom receive my sincere



thanks. There are games — table tennis, boules,
rounders, football. There are fabulous facilities —
immaculate playing fields, football goals, an
adventure area and playground for the younger
members of the community.

There is a car park which hosts push bikes, e-
bikes, scooters, quad bikes and even a pony and
trap. As well as good old shank’s pony — all ways
in which locals make their way to the social
evenings.

There are events evenings — quiz nights, fish and
chip nights and games evenings. As well as the
Friday night social, the Pavilion hosts weekly
yoga, Llanfair LittleOnes and dog training. More

Church Repairs and Improvements

Robert Taylor writes:In the last few weeks necessary
work has been done to repair damage and decay. The
repairs to the external tracery of the west window has
seen the replacement of friable and decayed sections
with new bath stone. This has been finished and all of
the tracery has been repointed. The work included the
use of scaffolding and this made it possible to inspect
the pointing of the upper part of the west wall. It was
clear the repointing was needed and this work has now
been completed. As required, lime mortar has been
used in this work.

Inside our church, the tower room, which provides
secure storage, urgently needed work. The paint and
plaster in this room, which is located at the rear of the
vestry, had deteriorated badly and needed repair and
repainting. At the same time, it was decided to repair
the floor which was cracked and broken in places. This
work has been completed using lime plaster and lime
wash to repair the walls. These are the required
materials and ensure the walls can breathe and stay
dry.

The work was carried out by local craftsmen. We are
very grateful for an anonymous donation of £5,000
which has made a significant contribution to the costs
of the work and to the volunteers who cleared and
cleaned the church and replaced everything
afterwards, allowing for a good ‘spring clean’ of the
vestry.

Parish Giving

The churchwardens and PCC are most grateful to all
those who make regular contributions to the church
through the Parish Giving Scheme. The ‘thermometer’
on the wall inside the church has reached £15,000,
which has been of tremendous help to the church
during and since COVID, when we have incurred
several unforeseen building repair expenses. A small
amount given over a monthly, quarterly or yearly
period soon mounts up and | would ask anyone
interested in joining the scheme, or willing to consider
doing so, from far and near, to contact me on 01547

Looking forward to a time in the not too distant future,
when decisions are made about the future of our

....and so to Monkland.....

Ever been to Monkland? You are through it and
into Leominster if you blink. But — having turned
left as the road to Hereford crosses the Brecon to
Leominster road, the A44, and gone towards
Leominster for about a mile and a half, you
probably won’t miss a pub on your right called
‘The Monkland Arms’. Almost opposite, there is a
turning down a quiet lane to the left to a great
little find, during a motor out on a fine day.

Remember that word ‘motor’ used as a verb?
Gran and Grandpa used to fit in ‘going for a
motor’ on a Sunday afternoon, driving sedately
about to look at already well-known attractions.
Grandpa always took the wheel. Don’t ask me
why. | reckon Gran, who had gone to France at a
tender age in World War 1 to tend the wounded,
had driven everything short of a tank, but the
Sunday afternoon motor was when this man, at
least, was in charge of the vehicle, no question.
Times (thankfully) move on and so must I. This is
not about how to fill a Sunday, and who takes the
wheel, but a recommendation for Al
refreshment.

Karen and Mark Hindle have been running their

cheese-making establishment, shop and cafe for
27 years. There is a photo on the wall of them
with The Prince of Wales at Highgrove, at a
reception. You see, Prince Charles is the Patron of
The Specialist Cheese Makers and thus in 1999
Karen and Mark were there and presented to
HRH. You can still see the special framed
invitations from him to them.

Monkland Cheese Dairy is a working dairy

“producing local artisan cheeses”. In addition to
the dairy there is a cheese shop and tea rooms.
The aim of this establishment is “simple local fare

made well” and that is something of an
understatement. As you sit with the paper, the
deliveries continually arrive from the house about

20m away.

Everything is made by Karen, Mark and their
staff: bread rolls; home-made soups; cheese
scones; cakes.....| often go for their superb coffee
and with it have the apple cake (the recipe for
which is contained in the in-house recipe book)
which comes with Little Hereford cheese.

The portions of this strong and tangy cheese are
whopping: so generous that if | am with a friend
and we both order it, we share one piece of the
cheese and one of us takes the other piece home
for later. That is not to say that | don’t buy from
the cheese shop: | buy every time as the cheeses
from here keep well and there is a wide range,
from their own to those from further afield.



The star attractions for me, other than the apple
cake and Little Hereford cheese, are the cheese
scones which come generously buttered, and the
soups. My particular soup-favourite is the
Tomato, Lemon and Thyme. Now that is some of
the best soup | have ever tasted. | haven’t had a
Ploughman’s here but | have seen it and know
I've got to have one next time.

Karen and Mark’s gardens have about half a
dozen tables and plenty of chairs. This is a lovely
place to sit on a dry day. Plenty of people take
their dogs, too, and water is provided for them.
The barking contests are few and far between so
even the dogs take a deep breath, relax and seem

happy.

There are other opportunities here: Karen and
Mark give Tours of the Dairy on certain days and
there are also Cheese Experience Days. Another
attraction is a great plant stall to the side of the
shop during spring and summer.

This is a five-star establishment, only my own
rating | know, which, although not on the
doorstep for Llanfair Waterdinians, is dead handy
as a stop-off if you are on your way to or coming
from Leominster or Hereford for a hospital visit or
going to our local Morrison’s. Set out for a
‘motor’ and see.

Seating for 65 inside and upstairs; additional
seating outside and plenty of parking space, too.
Great place. Great people. Wonderful staff.

Enough said.

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Let’s Get cooking!

Chickpeas....my latest food fad!

Also known as garbanzo beans, chickpeas have
been grown and eaten in Middle Eastern
countries for thousands of years and they are a
rich source of vitamins, minerals, protein and
fibre.

The protein and fibre in chickpeas may help keep
your appetite under control by working together
to slow digestion, which helps you feel full, rather
like having porridge for breakfast.

Chickpeas are incredibly easy to add to your diet.
They're affordable and widely available in both
tinned and dry varieties. They are versatile and
can be added to a variety of dishes, such

as salads, soups, or sandwiches and also they’re
the main ingredient in hummus, which is made
from mashed chickpeas, tahini, olive oil, lemon
juice, salt, and garlic.

But most importantly, they are delicious and
here’s my most recent favourite recipe lifted
from The Guardian;

Chickpea, black pudding and spinach ragu

Soak Overnight (if using dried)
Prep 15 min

Cook 1 hr 30 min
Serves 4

300g dried chickpeas, soaked overnight or 2 x
tins

75ml olive oil or rapeseed oil

2 red onions, peeled and finely sliced

1 leek, finely sliced

Salt and black pepper

3 garlic cloves, peeled and finely chopped
2-3 fresh bay leaves (if you’ve got them)
1 x 400g tin chopped tomatoes

150g black pudding, roughly chopped

% tsp ground cinnamon

1 heaped tsp smoked paprika

2-3 tbsp sherry vinegar or red wine vinegar
150g baby spinach

Lemon wedges, to serve

Drain the soaked chickpeas, then cover with
plenty of cold water and bring to a boil. Simmer
for 40-50 minutes, until tender, then add half a
teaspoon of salt to the water, stir and leave to
cool. (If you haven’t had time to soak them
overnight, add one teaspoon of bicarbonate of
soda to their cooking water, and simmer for
approximately 80 minutes, until tender.)

Warm the oil in a wide, deep pan over a medium-
high heat, and add the onions and leek. Season
generously, and fry gently for a few minutes
before turning the heat down to medium and
cooking until the vegetables soften, about 10
minutes.

Add the garlic and bay, and cook for another few
minutes, then add the tomatoes, black pudding,
cinnamon, paprika and two tablespoons of
vinegar. Break up the black pudding with a spoon,
then cook for 15 minutes, leaving the ingredients
to bubble away together gently.

Drain the chickpeas, reserving a cup of the
cooking water, then fold into the sauce. Taste,
and adjust the seasoning, then continue to
simmer for another five to 10 minutes, allowing
the flavours to mingle. Add a little cooking water
if the sauce looks too dry, and the remaining
vinegar if it needs more sparkle.

When you are ready to eat, stir in the spinach and
cook for a few minutes, until it has wilted into the
sauce. Serve in bowls with lemon wedges, a slosh
of olive oil and bread to mop up the sauce.

Seasonal Tips for the Gardener’s Year

At last the weather is cooling down a little and
Autumn is on its way. Try and loosen the soil
surface to enable the rain to go into the soil and
avoid runoff.

Cut back perennials that have flowered, unless
you wish to save the seedheads for decoration or
for wildlife. New perennials can be planted now
while the soil is warm and they can get
established before winter. Deadhead dahlias and
chrysanthemumes.

Bulbs for forcing for Christmas such as hyacinths
and paperwhite narcissi can be planted at the end
of September and put in a cool dark place. Check
for water occasionally and if they are in the
garden shed, protect from mice. Tulips can be
bought now while there is a good choice but they
do better if planted outside in late October.

Last year’s Amaryllis can be brought inside now
and watered to start it into growth. A little liquid
fertilizer will help it on its way.

Plant out wallflowers and Sweet Williams to
flower in the Spring

Keep picking runner and French beans until the
first frost unless you wish to save their seed for
next year.

After the leaves have fallen from the trees, rake
them off the borders and put them into the
compost heap or make a separate heap to
produce leaf mold.

In November bare roses are available for planting
out. They are slightly cheaper than roses sold in
pots.

Tie up climbers and shrubs against walls which
may get damaged in bad weather. Before
pruning shrubs check whether they flower on last
year’s growth before cutting them back
otherwise you will not get any flowers next year.
Mulch borders and vegetable patches with well-
rotted manure or garden compost. Cover the



vegetable patch with cardboard to keep the light
out and stop weeds germinating. The ground will
be clean and ready for seed sowing in the Spring.
Plant fruit bushes such as red and black currants,
raspberries etc.

Plant a tree to help climate change. A small tree
like acer palmatum will not take up too much
room.

You could go for a crab apple, mountain ash, or
evergreen magnolia. Even a dwarf apple or plum
tree but check whether it is self-pollinating
otherwise you will need two compatible trees to
get fruit.

Recommendations to remove bracken
periodically (not in one fell swoop) and planting
of some low growing species which provide food
and cover such as Goat willow, Rowan, Birch and
Holly.

We will be looking for volunteers to assist with
bracken clearing in September. Primarily at the
north and south ends and perhaps to allow the
small area of Bilberry to regenerate.
